*  Apprenticeships: RSCCD, under Chancellor Marvin Martinez, has prioritized apprentice-
ship opportunities, securing $2.25 million to train 50 new apprentices annually in early
childhood education.

*  Dual Enrollment: RSCCD partners with local high schools, allowing students to earn
college credits through dual enrollment programs.

Founded nearly 50 years ago, the Rancho Santiago Community College District
(RSCCD) is one of the most established and impactful community college districts in
California. RSCCD serves a diverse population of over 700,000 residents across
central Orange County, encompassing communities such as Santa Ana, Orange, and
Anaheim Hills, which together represent about 25% of the county’s total area.

RSCCD oversees two renowned institutions: Santa Ana College (SAC), one of the
oldest colleges in the state, and Santiago Canyon College (SCC), one of the most
innovative, located on their respective 63-acre and 82-acre campuses. Together, these
institutions provide vital educational opportunities for local communities through associ-
ate degrees, transfer programs, vocational training, and continuing education. SAC, for
instance, now offers three Bachelor's Degrees in Occupational Studies, Paralegal
Studies, and Automotive Technology.

In addition to traditional academic programs, RSCCD operates multiple centers focused
on workforce development and career training, including the Digital Media Center and
the Orange County Sheriff’s Regional Training Academy. With a commitment to acces-
sibility and quality, RSCCD has positioned itself as a cornerstone for higher education
and professional development in the region, offering affordable and high-quality
educational programs tailored to the needs of students and the local economy.
